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Packing Tips

· Sort


Determine which items to throw away, give or sell.

· Materials

Use proper packing cartons and wrapping materials.

· Labeling

Label contents on the outside of all cartons, along with the rooms where they 
should be placed in your new home.  

· Fragile items

Clearly mark “Fragile” on the outside of the cartons with arrows on the sides to indicate correct upright position.

· Items needing to be opened first

  
Cooking utensils, linens and toiletries you may need first - clearly write on side of 
carton “Open First.”

· Antiques

Delicate furniture – counsel with your mover on crating these items

· China 

Wrap each item separately and stack in dish pack as you would stack the dishwasher.  (Plates on their side, bowls, cups and glassware upside down).

· Lampshades

Shades can be nested in one carton if separated by clean paper.

· Mirrors and glass covered artwork

Cross the glass with a series of masking tape “Xs” to help strengthen the glass, then wrap in generous cushion of clean paper and place in mirror carton.

· Records albums, tapes, CD’s

Stack these items on end so they can absorb shock with less chance of damage.  Pack tightly so they’re secure and can’t shift.

· Small appliances, computers, stereo equipment

If possible pack small appliances, computers, stereo equipment and VCRs in their original carton.  Otherwise, cushion appliances with crumpled packing paper. Tape down moving parts, such as stereo turntable tone arms.

· Statuary, figurines, curios

Wrap generously in unprinted newsprint and pack in cartons with plenty of crumpled paper between each item.  Objects with delicate appendages, such as candelabras or figurines with extended arms, should be wrapped with extra bubble pack and paper.

· Stemware

Wrap each piece individually then stack in dish pack carton upside down.
